Italy reiterates the importance of a standardized approach to REMP and is sa>sfied 
with DR 44bis. 

We agree in par>cular on the principle ‘no exploita>on without REMP’. However, we 
believe that should an applica>on for a PoW be presented to the ISA in an area not 
yet covered by a REMP, a >me limit for its development shall be set. In this respect, 
Italy proposes that  ‘any undue delay’ be replaced ‘within three years from the 
applica>on’.  

In addi>on, with regard to para 2, this delega>on believes it would be useful for the 
LTC to also provide guidance on the criteria and methods for the establishment of 
Preserva>on Reference Zones and Impact Reference Zones.
