Nota del Secretario General

1. Se invita a la Asamblea a tomar nota de que el Sr. Ivo Dreiseitl (Republica
Checa) renuncid a su puesto en el Comité de Finanzas con efecto a partir del 4 de
abril de 2004 (ISBA/10/A/S). El Sr. Dreiseitl fue elegido miembro del Comité
de Finanzas en julio de 2001 por un mandato de cinco afos a partir del 1° de enero
de 2002.

2. En el parrafo 5 de la seccion 9 del anexo del Acuerdo relativo a la aplicacion
de la Parte XI de la Convencion de las Naciones Unidas sobre el Derecho del Mar
(“el Acuerdo”) se establece que en caso de fallecimiento, incapacidad o renuncia de
un miembro del Comité de Finanzas antes de que expire su mandato, la Asamblea
elegira a una persona de la misma regioén geografica o del mismo grupo de Estados
para que ejerza el cargo durante el resto del mandato.

3.  De conformidad con la seccion 9 del Acuerdo, el Comité de Finanzas estara in-
tegrado por 15 miembros con las debidas calificaciones para ocuparse de asuntos fi-
nancieros. Los miembros del Comité de Finanzas serdn elegidos por la Asamblea.

4.  En una nota verbal de fecha 27 de julio de 2005, El Ministerio de Relaciones
Exteriores de la Republica Checa informé a la secretaria de la Autoridad de la pre-
sentacion de la candidatura del Sr. Antonin Patizek, del Ministerio de Industria y
Comercio de la Republica Checa, para cubrir la vacante en el Comité de Finanzas.
