GENERAL INFORMATION ABOUT Kingston, Jamaica 

Currency  

The official currency in Jamaica is Jamaican 

dollars (JMD), though USD is generally 

accepted in most commercial outlets. On 

the average, 120JMD= 1USD, however 

official rates vary daily.  Most ATM 

machines in Jamaica accept foreign cards.  

Electricity Supply  

Jamaica operates on a 110v supply voltage 

and 50Hzm, using either a Type A or B plug, 

which has two flat parallel pins and a 

grounding pin.  

Weather 

There is rain throughout the year in Jamaica 

with an average temperature of 30 degrees 

Celsius in November.  

Restaurants  

Jamaica is known for its tasty cuisines and a 

wide range of global continental dishes are 

available; delegates may seek advice from 

their hotels on dining places.  When dining, 

tipping is voluntary but considered 

courteous.  

Visa  

Prior to departure participants are 

requested to check whether they require 

entry visas as well as a yellow fever 

vaccination card to enter Jamaica. For more 

information on visa exemptions and how to 

apply for a Jamaican entry visa, please visit:
